Throughout the day, staff explored a range of practical resources and evidence-informed teaching practices that align with the Victorian Curriculum. A key focus was on using diagnostic data and formative assessment to target the specific learning needs of our students, helping ensure every child can experience success and growth in maths.
We are excited to embed these strategies into our everyday teaching and continue to build confident, capable mathematicians in every classroom.
Our students are already noticing the impact. Dusty shared, “I’m feeling medium about maths,” and we’re hopeful that with the new approaches, Dusty’s confidence will continue to grow. Pixie proudly reported, “Maths is going great! The teacher said you only have to do two [questions], but I wanted to do more— and I finished all of my work!”
